Public Health in Emergencies

The relationship between public health issues and emergency management has recently gained considerable attention. As a prime human development indicator it is one of the main concerns in development and disaster management. With increased awareness of linkages between disasters and development and poverty reduction, public health issues have emerged as a key focus area to disaster managers and development workers. The relationship between health and the built environment’s shelter and basic services as well as land management, climate and urbanization are areas now under scrutiny.
