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Report on Participate in the International Symposium on the Civil Defense Development Strategy in the 21st Century

Shanghai, China , 25 –27 July 2007
ADPC’s delegation consisting of Dr. Luis Jorge Perez-Calderon, Deputy Executive Director and Ms. LingLing Jiang, Project Manager for China and North-East Asia participated in the International Symposium on the Civil Defense Development Strategy in the 21st Century upon an invitation with funding support from the host/organizers --- China National Civil Defense Office and Shanghai Municipal Civil Defense Office from 25 – 27 July 2007 in Shanghai, China. The representatives from 14 countries and Civil Defense Officials from the China’s Central and Provincial Government levels participated in the inauguration, technical presentations and discussions of this important Symposium. As one of the keynote speakers, Dr. Perez delivered a speech titled “Role of Public Health Emergency Preparedness Training Activities in the Civil Defense Organizations in Asian Countries --- One of the 21st Century Development Strategies”, in which updated information on the ADPC activities were presented and discussed, with a special emphasis on the role that the health area plays in the strategy that will be developed during this 21st Century in the host country. 

The delegation also used the opportunity to have meetings with the Director-General of the Shanghai Municipal Civil Defense Office to discuss the on-going relationship with ADPC and the usefulness of the training of those officials who have come to Bangkok and who are occupying high level positions at present. There is interest from their side to strengthen our relationship, and also, see the possibility of seeking our assistance for the review and revisal of their training activities. It is important to emphasize the very good reputation in which ADPC is held within this Government institution.

Meetings were held also with representatives of UN agencies and international organizations, such as ISDR and IEMO.
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
