Training-Workshop on Psychosocial Response to Disasters with focus on Children in Asia, 26-29 January 2010, Bangkok, Thailand

ADPC through it Public Health in Emergencies Team is pleased to announce and present the Training-Workshop on Psychosocial Response to Disasters with focus on Children in Asia scheduled to take place on 26-29 January 2009 in Bangkok Thailand.
The Training-Workshop is a part of the project on Psychosocial Response to Disasters being implemented by ADPC with the funding support from the Royal Government of Norway. 

The overall goal of the Workshop is to strengthen and sustain the national capacity in the management of psychosocial aspects of disasters and emergencies on children in Asia. 

This Training-Workshop aims to:

1. Share and learn experiences in the management of psychosocial responses of disasters and emergencies with focus on children in Asia and other regions.

2. Identify challenges and gaps in capacity to deal with child psychosocial issues after disasters and emergencies in Asia. 

3. Train participants on the use of the Manual on Children and Disasters Teaching Recovery Techniques developed by the Center for Crisis Psychology in Norway and the Institute of Psychiatry in UK. The manual aims to help participants teach children in a step by step practical way to develop some skills and techniques which are helpful in coping with the psychological effects of disastrous events.

4. Present case studies developed in the application of the Manual on Children and Disasters Teaching Recovery Techniques in Asia.

The target participants of this 3.5 day activity are representatives from the Ministries of Health, Non-Government Agencies and National Red Cross-Red Crescent Society staff involved in the provision of psychosocial support and interventions in disasters from Bangladesh, China, Indonesia, Nepal, Philippines, Sri Lanka, Thailand and Vietnam.
